Revisions of Japanese Road Traffic Law which impact USFJ personnel

Effective date:1 June 2008

1. Seatbelt for backseat occupants mandatory
    A vehicle operator is responsible for backseat occupants use of seatbelts. 
    A vehicle operator who fails to ensure backseat occupants comply will be assessed one   traffic point.

   (At present, this law only applies to a vehicle on expressway and highways)

2. Requirement for elderly vehicle operator
    A vehicle operator 75 years old and older is required to have an “Elderly sign” on his/her vehicle.  A vehicle operator who fails to comply will be assessed one traffic point and a fine of 4000 yen. (Punishment will take effect 1 June 2009)
